Equipment

Beavers and Cubs should attend in full uniform and need to bring a sleeping bag, a sleeping mat and pillow (optional), and a torch if they have one. They will also need pyjamas, washbag, and a change of underwear.  Sweets and drinks are not permitted, as refreshments will be provided.

The Museum shop will be open for children to make purchases, a limit of £5 per child has been suggested.
